21ST ANNUAL VBA STATE CHAMPIONSHIP TOURNAMENT

SATURbAf, SEPT. 2
At the June VBA meeting all classi-

fication cards were inspected to
check on proper classification. There
were ten cards pulled because of
doubt ful classi f ic a t ion . These ten
members represented seven clubs, with
one each from Beaver Creek, Prince
Wm., Bowmen of York, Warwick Bowmen
and two each from Bristol, NORVA and
Two Rivers. There were also many
others that had the signs of possibly
holding back to keep out of the next
class. There is re.alLy no difference
between holding back and sandbagging,
since they are both cheating your
fellow archers. Each club's officials
should know if any of their members
are guilty of either of these tac-
tics. I have decided not to take any
official action on the above archers
before t he State Shoot in order to
give the local clubs a chance to show
their own responsibility in ,the
ma tter.

All clubs are here-by warned to see
tbat all their members are classified
in the class they have the ability to
shoot. This does not mean he is able
to shoot the class every t ime as most
of us can not do this. Theclassi-
fication cards will again be checked
upon registering for the State Shoot
and it is hoped that all the clubs
have checked their members for proper
class by this time. We will not hesi-
tate to advance any archer upon
registering or during the shoot if
the situation warrants it.

BOW and ARROW
Is a legal weapon for all species,

including migratory game birds and
may be used in regular seasons as
well as the special arche~y season
for deer, bear and squirrel. When
hunting deer and bear, archers must
use broad head arrows with blades at
least 7/8" wide and bows capable of
propelling any arrow in their posses-
sion 125 yards. *Crossbows and poison
arrows may not be used. Firearms may
not be carried when hunting with bow
and arrow.

PRESENTATION OF AWARDS

Elsewhere in this issue you will
find the Host Club schedule of events
for this year's State Shoot. It has
been decided, due to archers shooting
after dark last year, to impose a
time limit for shooting at this
year's shoot. Every effort has been
made to give all archers ample time
to complete the round. The time limit
is basically that all scores must be
totaled and both sets of cards turned
in within four hours of the start of
the' round. This would me an approxi-
mately three and one half hours for
sh~oting and one half hour for re-
turning to the area and turning in
cards. No exception can be allowed
for any individual as it would not be
fair to all others.

Please fill in and return the early
registration blank in this issue, as
it will be necessary if the shoot is
to s ta r t on time for m st regis-
trations to be completed prior to
Sunday morning. To encourage ,the use
of this, the listed entrance fee will
be increased by $1.00 for regis-
tration at the site. The $1.00 will
not be kept by the host club but
will, instead, be put in the VBA con-
servation fund to be used around the
state for that purpose.

YOUTH
Youth for the State Shoot will be

broken down with A-B-C classes for
both Boys and Girls instinctive
division. Youth Free Style will be a
separate division broken down hetween
Boys and Girls.

PRE-REGISTRATION
For the first time there will be

pre-registration for the State Cham-
pionship Shoot.

BEHIND THE

tration. .

(1) Paramount is membership. AI·
though we have maintained a fairly
average number, we have failed to
promote our sport properly and in-
crease in perspective to the growth
of the state of Virginia. Let's all
come up with ways and means of making
our association o.n e of the best and
largest in the nation: Can each one
of us interest just one new member/
family? Think what that would do for
VBA and consequeptly~what a better
job VBA could do for all its members.

(2) A better youth program. The VEA
has been very fortunite in having Ted
Grefe and Gene Limerick as NFAA dele-
gates. They ha ve carried the VBA's
proposed National Reorganization for-
ward in a fruitful and expeditious
manner. We now have only part of the
youth program that we want, but w ith
help and guidance from all of us I
feel confident that this will be a-
ch ieved , We should not lose sight of
the great potential we have in youth.

(3) Better hunting legislation. Al-

On Saturday morning, Sept. 17, 1966
archers from allover the State of
Virginia and areas of North Carolina,
Tennessee and West Virginia moved
onto the Wythe Bowhunters Archery
Range to enjoy a first in Virginia.

For the first time, the use of 3-D
(life-like, life-color) anim~l tar-
gets placed in surroundings of na-
tural habitat were used for the Vir-
ginia Bowhunters Jamboree.

This year, the 1967 Jamboree will
again be hosted by the Wythe Bo~-'
hunters Archery Club of Wytheville,
Va., on Saturday and Sunday, Sept. 16
and 17. The purpose of this event is
to attract the non-club hun t ing ar-
chers as well as the organized field
archer.

In Virginia it is estimated there
are 8,000 bowhun t ers, Yet, only 1,500
of these belong to clubs. We welcome
al t bowhun t ers,

Twenty eight stationary, life-size,
Ii fe-like, animal targets, placed on
the pine covered ridges of the Wythe
Bowhunters new range, will test the
archers skill and give him extreme
pleasure with a well placed shot.
Animal targets on this range wilt in-
clude the ones found in our Virginia
forests-deer, bear, turkey, coon,
grou se , fox and groundho g. They w i 11
be placed in areas of natural cover
for true hunting pleasure.

The mo~ing targets will keep arrow
slingers busy for hours trying to
sharpen their shooting skills for a
shot at fleeing white flag of our
native whitetail deer, come hunting
season. This practice is the closest
to the actual hunt available. We be-
lieve, if you are able to tag our 3-D
targets, you will. be capable ~f
bringing home a nice trophy thiS
fall. The running deer (100') with
varying speeds and distances, will
prepare our reflexes for the one we
missed last year. For the small game
hunters our moving small game tar-
gets wiil provide fun and excite~ent .
Also, to show off your skill and
abi1ity, a rotating balloon t-arget
and squirrel in tree target will be
open.

On Range -A- the straw butts will
be covered with an official animal
round, wi th marked distances f or com-
petition of high scores for all
shooting styles - Bowhunters, Bare

£ow and Free ~tyle. Prizes ~nd tro-
phies will be given for those bring-
ing in the top score. Also, numerous
contests will be provided, using the
3-D targets. You do not have to be a
club member to participate in any of
these events.

Archers who wish to take in two
full days of all kinds of Shooting
should come supplied wi th all types
of eqUipment - target and hunting
bows _ target, F i e ld , blunts .and
broadhe2c arrows. Bring eVerything.
