On arrival all thoughts were on a stub-
born hurricane which caused the only threat
to the weather.

surroundings making for record-breaking
shooting.

This year also saw a new record in at-
tendance with 292 participants.

STATE WINNERS

The 1965 champions of the Virginia Bow-
hunters Asscciation have been crowned with
very few upsets.

Jack Cantwell of Portsmouth already a
two-time winner of the freestyle division
recaptured the title this year over defend-
ing champion Philip Tillison of Bristol.

Cliff Necessary our national instinctive
champion again captured that division over
Elmer Moore by 60 points with a total of
1474.

For the sixth time Mary Lee Craft took
women’s instinctive honors with an aggre-
gate of 1171 over second place Pat Hamil-
ton.

Bettly Kello again took the freestyle
women’s division with 1119.

Boy’s youth division was won by C. D.
Miller with 1120 and youth girl’s found
Brenda Elsea the winner with 655. Clyde
Burkhart won youth freestyle honors with
1040.

In men’s freestyle A, Cantwell found
himself only two points behind after the
field round on the first day with a 500 even
against Tillison’s 502. The second round
hunters found only 1 point separating the
two leaders with Jack having a 515 and
Philip having a 514. But in the third and
deciding round, animals, Jack shot a 518
against a 490 of Philip’s to take the
division.

Also in this class, Wyatt Mays of Lynch-
burg fired a blazing 546 just 14 points short
of perfect for a new state record and a tie
of the national record which was just made
at this year’s naticnal tournament. This
round put Mays in a tie for third place with
Tillison. Third place was awarded accord-
ing to high field round which was won by
Tillison.

Cliff Necessary led his division all the
way which saw six different men take
awards for high individual rounds. His in-
dividual breakdowns were: 485 field, 489
hunters and 500 animal.

At a time on the last round of shooting
there were at least 100 spectators follow-
ing Cliff’s group.
