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ELMER MOORE WINS WORLDS CHAMPIONSHIP

The United States team consisting of
eight members, three of which were
Virginians, participated in the world
championships held in the Rhondda Val-
ley, Wales, England.

The three Virginians, Elmer Moore of
Newport News, W.T. Cowles of Herdon
and Barbara Griffin also of Herdon, rep-
resented Virginia well bringing back two
first places and two second places and
the Worlds Championship.

Elmer Moore won the World Champ-
ionship shooting 454 on the Hunter Round
and 455 on the Field Round for a total of
909 points. Beating his closest opponent
by 20 points. Elmer missed setting a new
world record by just twopoints, His very
last target was perhaps one of his worst
and he probably lost the record on that
target. He did not know he was anywhere
close to a new record at the time but
still talks about that last target.

One of the things he remembers most
about the time he spent in Wales would
have to be the first two days. Upon ar-
riving he found out that not any of his
Archery Equipment arrived with him.
The next day being set aside for prac-
tice he was disappointed and worried
somewhat. On the second day everyone
set out for the range to practice but
““Emo’’, he had to stay back and hope
his equipment would show up. When it
did arrive he had but one hour left to
practice.

Having won the Worlds Championship,

. feeling good, and still riding the clouds

with a somewhat larger hat size he
started on the trip back home. A most
enjoyable trip much more so thanthe trip
over for some reason. But he soon ar-
rived and his enjoyment turned to dis-
appointment as he went to claim hisbag-
gage and found out that his suitcase with

all ns trophies and awards and all his
clothes were not there. They had been
lost someplace along the way. They did
arrive later that weekand everything was
intact.

A week later he was invited to the
Pennsylvania Bowhunters Jamboree and
again flew by plane from Newport News
to Philadelphia. Arriving there he went
to claim his baggage and noticed a suit
case coming down the line all busted
open and completely ruined, with clothes
hanging out and as it got closer he said
“‘Oh no. That’s mine!l’” The airline gave
him a small bag to put his clothes in
and he proceeded on to the Jamboree.
There were over two thousand people
there and all had a good time, including
““Emo.” Again he flew home and upon
arriving he found out the airline had
misplaced his arrows. Three dozen, in-
cluding the ones he had won the Worlds
Championship with. He was really feel-
ing sick. They still have not shown up.

If ““Emo’’ ever had a motto it probably
would be, ‘‘Have small bag, will travel,
send bus ticket,”

being, as I recall, $1.00 per membe” -

A $3.00 in-
crease in 30 years, that’s 10¢ per year,
which is really not keeping up with in-
flation.

By now you probably have the feeling
'm trying to tell you something. I am!
In view of the trend as stated above, and
in order to retain the sound financial
position your Organization has enjoyed
in the past (there have been a few
anxious moments) your officers feel that
you would be well advised to vote for
an increase in dues to be effective Jan-
uary 1, 1971, as a means of keeping
your Association sound financially.
