There was a nice turnout of
club delegates for the September
VBA meeting and scheduling ses-
sion. The meeting is now being
held at the Red Carpet Inn in
Waynesboro.

The major VBA shoots for

1979 will be:
MARCH 3 - 4 — State indoor
championships held at Cliristians-
burg. The 4-face championship
round will be shot. On MAY 12-13
is the Virginia Open hosted by
Sherwood Archers, Roanoke. The
Mid-Atlantics go back to a two day
shoot, scheduled for JUNE 16-17
at Baltimore Bowmen range in
Baltimore, Md. The State Closed
was awarded to Augusta Archers,
Staunton and will be held Septem-
ber 1, 2, 3.

Several issues ago, Flight re-
quested from each club a map on
it’s range location and we had no
response. We have finally formed
a committee to do this task. The
deadline is January 1 and each club
will be receiving a notice from the
chairman soon, requesting the
needed information. Do cooperate
by sending this much needed mat-
erial to: Dave Proctor, Rt. 1- Box
358-B, Keezletown, Va. 22832.

There are several agenda items
for the January meeting.

1. It was suggested that effec-
tive in 1979 we go back to a 2 -
day state closed shoot to be shot
on Sat. and Sun. (Labor Day week-
end)

2. It was suggested that effective
in 1980 that we change the State

Closed Championship to the July
4th weekend. It is believed the
state shoot should be held prior to
the Nationals. As we have had very
poor attendence the last few years,
we believe that maybe these chang-
es would increase the attendence.
*¥% If the state shoot is changed
to a 2-day event, please discuss in
your club what rounds you want to
shoot and on what days they are
to be shot.

3. There is a proposed price
increase on the indoor, open and
closed state shoots. Single shooters
fee would be increased to $10.00,
while the family fee remains the
same as NOw.

4. Regarding the CFSB-Limited
and Unlimited divisions, it was
discussed that at the state level it
would be broken into classes but
each club would use its own choice
for the remainder of shoots.

These are all very important
items that will be voted on in Jan-
uary. Do discuss within your clubs
and instruct your delegates on how
to vote.

I am happy to report that
Nina Enders was back at her job
at this VBA meeting and looking
quite perky, too!! She reported
to us that a system is being worked
out so that each club director’s
vote will be recorded as to how he
has voted on each issue and pub-
lished in the minutes. I believe this
system has long been needed and
am glad to see it go into effect.

In other words, 1-3
shooters, pay 1 place; 1-6 shooters
pays 2 places; 1-9 shooters pays
3 places and so on. We intend to
instruct our NFAA director to vote
on this change on the National level
at the NFAA meeting in February. - (703) 774-4447

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Em Pennsylvania proposal

The following is a classifica-
tion breakdown being discussed in
the state of Pennsylvania. Do you
think this awards plan is a good
idea? Do you believe it might
work in Virginia? Give this proposal
some thought, discuss it with fellow
club members and at your next
club meeting, then let your VBA
delegate know your feelings so he
can report back to the January
VBA meeting. (NOTE: THIS IS
ONLY A PROPOSAL. IT IS NOT
AN AGENDA ITEM, ONLY FOOD
FOR THOUGHT.)

Whereas many clubs are going
broke because of the vast amount
of classes within the Pennsylvania
State Archery Association classifi-
cation system,

Whereas many people are not
gaining competition at club shoots
and invitationals because of the
lack of competition within their
class,

Whereas if each class showed
up for a shoot there would be 55
first place 55 second place and 55
third place. As for example, there
were over 100 awards presented at
the State Field Championship in
1978 which means one in every
four persons went home a winner,

Therefore let it be resolved
that the PSAA change the classif-
ication system to include a 50 point
spread to be used for divisions
(freestyle men, freestyle women,
barebow men, barebow women,
unlimited, bowhunters freestyle,
bowhunter barebow and profession-

als) below a regional and state level
as follows:

1. 525to560 6. 300 to 349
2. 500to524 7. 250to299
3. 450to499 3. 200to 249
4. 400to499 9. 150to 199
3.7 35010399 10. 0 to 149

Dear Sir,

I am writing in regards to the
yellow memo or notice that has
been included to the people who
registered for the National Tourn-
ament at Aurora.

Although the reasons may be
sound ones per quoted chapters
and paragraphs, there still remains
the doubt that the bow is illegal.

1.) You cannot shoot the bow
without it.

2.) It is a manufactured part of
the bow.

3.) The bow design was publicized
well in advance of this year’s
tournament, so there is no
excuse as far as I am concern-

__ed with this type of communi-
~ “cation.

‘T called Mr. P. Double, our
Mid-Atlantic Councilman and he
was as put out as I was that a notice
as important as this one DID NOT
come through the Dirctors or the
Councilmen (or some of them).

On the strength that this bow
DOES meet the requirements to be
a bow, I have deemed it legal to
use in Virginia and have explained
it as well as I could to some of the
unhappy members in my state,
that as far as I am concerned, and
I have the backing of my Council-
man this notice is not valid as it

did not come through properly and
NO ONE had prior notice.

It appears that someone has a
problem with Jennings as someone
else did some years back with Bear
on their Sight windows.

If yeu are looking for a way
to promote archery, congradula-
tions, you have just tried to set it
back 10 years again. What is the
matter with the communications of
the N.F.A.A.? It is a darn, poorly
run, organization that lets a Tourn-
ament Rules Committee make a
decision and enforce it without
prior approval of it’s Board of
Directors having knowledge of it
(as per Article IIB, Page 14).

As I said before, I have deem-
ed the bow legal in Virginia until
this is properly resolved, then we
will act on it as best we can what-
ever the final decision is.
