(2) to help people establish a solid
handicap so that the competition
in the state closed would be fair in
all classes'.

an archer to shoot once a month.

in of limi ted and unlimited SRB class.
Not only do we have to award three more
trophies but our NFAA Director, Bill
Enders has very poor directions for
securing National acceptance of the SRB
class. Evidently your director did not in-
form all directors of this several meetings
ago. Bill Enders commented "1/ NFAA
doesn't adopt an SRB class at the next meeting,
VBA should drop the c la s s'[' I agree with this
as an appropriate end to an endless debate.

Please prepare your director and have
your director prepare your club for the
YBA meetings.
